Dorthy “Arvilla” Requa Hill age 91 of Bentonville, Arkansas, passed away on
Tuesday, January 26, 2021, peacefully, surrounded by her daughter and
loving caregivers at the Gardens at Osage Terrace, her home for the past 7
years.

Once again, she became a widow
when Sammy passed away suddenly in December 1975 at age 54. She
worked many years for Siloam Springs Nursing Home before retiring. She
decided to return to work at Southside Elementary near her home, where she
enjoyed helping serve lunch to the children, until she was 81 years old and
forced to retire for health reasons. She loved to travel, visited many state
including Hawaii and was part of a group of square dancers for a time, loved
Bar-B-Q and Mexican food. She enjoyed watching old westerns, Judge Judy
and 5 o’clock news and did not mind telling you if you called during that time. 

 She moved to Bentonville in 2013, to live near her daughter, Dorothy Dye,



who survives her. Also surviving her son Ron Hill and wife Laura of
Oceanside, California; 10 grandchildren, several great grandchildren and
great great grandchildren, nieces, and nephews. She was preceded in death
by her parents, all her siblings, Ross, Charles and Gene Requa, sisters Doris,
Retha, Barbara and Sharon.
