Whistling tunes such as “Amazing Grace” and other gospel tunes could also
have been his way of trying to uplift those of us around him, as in 2
Corinthians 4; 16, “Though our outward bodies are wasting away, our inward
spirit is being renewed day by day.”

While today is a sad day, | implore all of you to rejoice in the memory of the
man who was Elo McGuire. He was a devoted family man, enjoyed hunting
and fishing with his children, and later in life with his grandchildren.

Elo also built his family on the importance of hard work. After moving to Ft.
